Our experiments for science week
Last week was science week and 6th class did a science exhibition. Our project was the rubber chicken bone, the polymer and the gravity defying water.
The first experiment we came up with was the rubber chicken bone. To do this experiment we needed vinegar and two normal chicken bones. We first put one bone into the vinegar and we did not do anything to the other bone. After the bone being in the vinegar for 8 days we finally took it out. When we took the bone out of the vinegar it became rubber and bendy. This worked because there is an acid in the vinegar that takes the calcium out of the bone which causes the bone to become rubber and bendy.
The second experiment we came up with was the polymer experiment. Polymer is a chemical that absorbs water. You can find polymer in babies nappies. We poured a small bit of water into the cup with the polymer in it. We waited 2 minutes to let the polymer absorb the water. We then turned the cup upside down and the water did not fall out and neither did the polymer.
The last experiment we came up with was the gravity defying water experiment. To do this experiment we needed a wine glass and a cloth. We first put the cloth into the wine glass and filled the glass 3 quarters with water. Wee then pulled the cloth tightly around the glass and turned it upside down. When we turned it around the water did not fall out. We then let go of the cloth and the cloth did not come off the glass. This experiment worked because when you pulled the cloth tightly around the glass the holed in the glass closed and formed a shield around the cloth so the water could not fall out.
We really hoped the every class enjoyed the science exhibition.
